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You cannot change the subjects selected at the time of application.

The essays must be written in Microsoft Word. However, any version of Word is acceptable.
Create one file for each subject. You have to submit three files in total.

The file name should be like the examinee’s number(subject name).

For example, if the examinee’s number is 9999 and the essay subject is farm management, the file
name will be 9999(farm management).

Page setup should be A4 paper, portrait, horizontal, 30 lines, font size 11pt.

Write the subject name and your examinee’s number on the first line of the first page of the essay.
If figures are used, they should be pasted into the text as images.

If tables and mathematical formulas are used, they should be pasted as images into the text or
created with Word’s table and equation creation functions.

Do not include any information that could identify the examinee (e.g., the examinee’s name) in
the file name or in the essay. Any mention of such information will result in disqualification.
Documents and materials referred to in the essay should be listed at the end.

Documents and materials referred to in the essay must be those that have been publicly published.
All quotations from literature should be distinguished by using quotation marks (") and the source
of the quotation should be clearly indicated.

No advice or corrections should be received from others in writing the essay.

No questions regarding the content of the essay assignments will be accepted.

Either Japanese or English may be used in writing the essay.

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Answer 3 of the following 6 questions that you chose when you filled out your admission
application.
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1. Farm Management

Discuss the relationship between traditional farming methods and the sustainability of farm
business, using theory and examples. Answers should be prepared in 2-4 pages including

references.
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2. Economics

Consider a small open economy in which agriculture has comparative advantages with negative
externality in production.

(1)Explain the following terms briefly: small open economy, externality, and internalization of
externality.

(2)Discuss the gain from free trade comparing the case with and the case without internalization of



negative externality.
(3)Compare the approach of addressing externalities through internalization and through export taxes

in free trade.

Answer should be prepared within three pages including references.
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3. Agricultural Economics

Answer the following questions (1) and (2). You may use figures and/or tables. Your answer
sheets, including figures, tables, the list of references and the sources of statistics, should not

exceed three pages of A4 paper.

Questions:
(1) Describe the so-called Bennett's law, which is a heuristic about the nutrient transition.
(2) Select two countries, one from the OECD member countries and the other from the
rest of the world, and discuss whether the Bennett's law is observable in these countries using
statistical data. In addition, compare the situations in the two countries to deduce future food

demand in each country.
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4. Agricultural Policy




Taking one country (or region), evaluate its food policies. Your answer should be within 3

pages including a list of references.
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5. Agricultural History

Taking a specific region (country) as an example, discuss the characteristics of the development
process of commercial agriculture in relation to the development of national and international division
of labor in a capitalist economy, by referring to or citing at least three references. Your answer should
be prepared within 3 pages including a list of references.
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6. Rural Development

Assume a rural area, where rainfall is enough for cultivating various agricultural products in the rainy
season, while it is not enough in the dry season. Consequently, limited crops can be produced during
the dry season, and their yields fluctuate widely every year.

If we consider the introduction of new irrigation facilities in this area, the following three options of
public support are possible, which are (1) subsidies to individual farm households for their private



investments, (2) subsidies to villages or local communities for their investments and/or management,
and (3) the construction of public irrigation facilities and the establishment of institutions to collect
water usage fees.

Describe their advantages and disadvantages of those three options in about 3 pages of A4 paper,
making the differences clear from each other.

Any documents or papers including webpages can be referred to, but be sure to state any references

on which you have based your argument.

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1. Farm Management

Choose one business development theory that you think is effective in elucidating the factors
and process of development of family farms, and discuss its advantages and disadvantages, as
well as areas for improvement, citing concrete examples. Answers should be prepared in 2-4

pages including references.
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2. Economics
Consider a small open economy in which agriculture has comparative advantages with negative



externality in production.

(1)Explain the following terms briefly: small open economy, externality, and internalization of
externality.

(2)Discuss the gain from free trade comparing the case with and the case without internalization of
negative externality.

(3)Compare the approach of addressing externalities through internalization and through export taxes
in free trade.

(4)In the above questions, negative externality is assumed to be independent of production level. If
there are any examples in which externality is changed from positive to negative as output level

increases, explain one.

Answer should be prepared within three pages including references.
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3. Agricultural Economics

Construct your own research plan for conducting agricultural economic analyses regarding
the themes for the use of insects as alternative sources of protein. The plan should be suitable
for a journal article that can be completed in approximately one year. You may organize the
plan in sections and may use figures and/or tables. Your answer sheets, including figures,
tables, and the list of references and additional information, should not exceed three pages of

A4 paper.
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4. Agricultural Policy

Taking one country (or region), evaluate its rural policies. Your answer should be within 3

pages including a list of references.
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5. Agricultural History

Taking a specific region (country) as an example, discuss the characteristics of the agricultural
organizations in the modern period in relation to the characteristics of rural society there, by referring
to or citing at least three references. Your answer should be prepared within 3 pages including a list of
references.
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6. Rural Development

Regarding various policy issues in rural development (for example, establishment of stable marketing
channels for agricultural products, investments in new irrigation facilities, nutritional improvements
of poor households, and so on), when we consider public supports for them, several options are
possible, for example (1) subsidies to individual households, (2) subsidies or supports to cooperative
organizations or local communities, and (3) expansion of or supports to public organizations or
institutions.

Take three academic articles which are related to the comparison between two or three of “private”
“community” and “public”, discuss them including your thoughts, while introducing the contents and
conclusions stated in them. Be sure to indicate the bibliography of the articles discussed.

The three articles must be written in Japanese or English. In addition, it is desirable that they are



related with each other or have common topics.
